sound good.  Search the Bible to check if their 
teachings agree with Godôs Word (II Corinthi-
ans 11:3-4).

   Labor Day is observed the first Monday in Sep-
tember, honoring working men and women. 
Throughout the world, mankind laboriously ex-
erts all its energy to meet its physiological, so-
cial, self-actualization or egotistical needs.  Strik-
ingly, Jesus the Son of God, also labored on 
earth. As a humble and obedient servant, He ful-
filled His mission, bringing hope to the whole 
world by preaching "The Gospel of the Kingdom 
of God" and healing all manner of sickness and 
disease. 
   In the beginning, God created the heaven and the earth. 
He then divided the light from the darkness and called 
them day and night. This miraculous creation has been 
the basis for man to regulate his lifestyle, so that there is 
time for every function or activity. 
Jesus, in His own time declared, "I must work the works 
of him that sent me, while it is day: the night cometh, 
when no man can work. As long as I am in the world, I 
am the light of the world" (John 9:4,5). Through this 
marvelous light, one can leave the darkness of this world 
simply by believing on the Son of God, the gospel that 
He preached and by being truly born again, in accordance 
with, John 3:5 and Acts 2:38.

   Secondly, along with a good work ethic, man needs a 
day of rest! God provided man a day of rest by instituting 
the Sabbath. It was and is God's gift to mankind with the 
purpose of meeting the need for man's soul and body. 
Too often one may find one's self working long or extra 
hours not to make ends meet, but to be able to afford a 
lifestyle that is far above one's basic needs. This covetous 
attitude is not of the Lord and will hurt oneôs relations 
with God and family. God's Word will help one keep the 
material things we lust for in perspective: "And he said 
unto them, Take heed, and beware of covetousness: for a 
manôs life consisteth not in the abundance of the things 
which he possesseth" (Luke 12:15). The bottom line is 
that we must not become workaholics and forget God! 
   Lastly, the Apostle Paul, in his second letter, admon-
ished the Thessalonians by writing, "For even when we 
were with you, this we commanded you, that if any man 
would not work, neither should he eat. For we hear that 
there are some   which walk among you disorderly, work-
ing not at all, but are busybodies" (11 Thessalonians 

3:10, 11). Solomon recorded proverbs with spe-
cial exhortations to sons, saying, "Go to the ant, 
thou sluggard; consider her ways and be wise: 
Which having no guide, overseer, or ruler, 
Provideth her meat in the summer, and gather-
eth her food in the harvest" (Proverbs 6:6-8). 
Paul included in his guide pertaining to the or-
der of the church, "But if any provide not for 
his own, and specially for those of his own 
house, he hath denied the faith, and is worse 

than an infidel" (l Timothy 5:8). 
   Those who are able to work and do nothing, make the 
sorriest contribution to God, one's family and one's self. 
Those, who absolutely refuse to work for a living, create 
the biggest drain upon society, by unjust use of the wel-
fare system. Someone once said that mousetraps furnish 
free cheese, but the mouse's happiness is short lived. For 
mice and men there is no such thing as a free lunch.  
Something important is given up for that lunch.  Unfor-
tunately, it may be oneôs freedom or worse yet, oneôs 
salvation. 
   Jesus set the example. Man must work for God, one's 
family, and one's self, while it is day; to provide materi-
al, financial, physical, and more importantly, one's Spir-
itual needs, for soon the night cometh, when no man can 
work.

The Church Orchestra under the direction of Trustee/Associate Pas-
tor Edwin Sproat, Sr. played, ñPraising the Lord.ò  

The Church Choir under the direction of Sis. Emilia Han, sang, ñThe Lordôs Prayerò and ñPress On.ò 

The Church Band under the direction of Head Pastor Billy Han, Jr.  
played, ñItôs The Gospelò and ñI Love to Tell the Story.ò 
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by the Zoning Board of Appeals.  Then on October 26, 
1972, after nine months, and our fifth application, the 
height variance was granted and the Apostolic Faith 
Church Prayer Tower today, along with the 12-foot 
cross on top, stands at a total of 77 feet, the Lordôs num-
ber.  The congregation next sang the anthem, ñSweeter 
As The Years Go By,ò followed by the Apostolic Faith 
Church Bandôs symphonic rendering of, ñI Love To Tell 
The Story.ò  The Apostolic Faith Church Choir then 
sang the anthem entitled, ñPress On,ò as a reminder to 

continue to press on in the Lordôs Gospel Work.     
   Head Pastor William M. Han, Jr., then addressed the 
congregation in his sermon presentation of ñ100 Years 
of Good News.ò   He recalled how the Lord Jesus Christ 
on March 05, 1923, spoke through a vision to Bro. 
Charles Lochbaum, and showed him a small white-
washed shack, filled with native people praying that the 
Lord would send them a Shepherd.  After seeing this 
vision three times, Brother and Sister Lochbaum decid-
ed to heed the Divine call, and move to the Hawaiian 
Islands.  And in July 1923, with their son August Otto, 
they left Los Angeles, California, on the ship, S.S. Cala-
wai for Hawaii.  And while aboard, the shipôs painter 
became deathly ill from blood-poisoning, and Brother 
and Sis. Lochbaum were called to pray for him, and the 
Lord healed him.  On August 4, 1923, they arrived in 

Honolulu, and immediately began building the Lordôs 
ministry. They also found the little white-washed shack 
seen in his vision, at the corner of Pensacola and Prospect 
Streets, above the Makiki Cemetery.  They began preach-
ing the Gospel of the Kingdom of God in a patch of kiawe 
trees, and tangled shrubbery near a seldom traveled, mud-
dy, dirt road, and set up a large revival tent with wooden 
benches, for what now stands at 1043 Middle Street.  And 
on April 6, 1924, the first permanent structure with a seat-
ing capacity of 250 was dedicated.  And on October 26, 
1930, the Kaimuki Branch Church was dedicated at the 
corner of Palolo, and Kaau Avenue.  And on March 26, 
1944, the Molokai Branch Church at Pukoo was dedicat-
ed, with its Pastor Bro. Gus and Sis. Dorothy Nihoa. The 
Church was moved on August 1, 1964, to Kaunakakai, 
Molokai, with Pastor Rodney S. and Sis. Emmaline Asa-
no, Sr.  And after twenty-six years of faithful service, Sis-
ter Lochbaumôs earthly labors ended in July 1949.  And 
on August 4, 1949, at the 26th Anniversary of the Church, 
Bro. Charles Lochbaum, the remaining Pastor, made pro-
visions for the release and transfer to the members of the 
Church of all real and personal property, to be held by 
five Trustees.    

   Head Pastor William M. 
Han, Jr., next mentioned 
Chief Pastor William M. 
Han, Sr., who was drafted 
into the U.S. Army in Sep-
tember 1943, during World 
War II, serving on the beach-
es of Normandy, and was 
wounded at St. Lo, France 
on July 4, 1944.  His Father 
recalls on the morning of 
July 4th, at 5:30 a.m, ñAs I 
looked towards heaven, I 
cried out: óLord, if you get 

me out of this war alive, I will serve you the rest of my 
life!ô  Though wounded, He preserved my life.ò  On Octo-
ber 1952, he was raised up as an Associate Pastor, and 
appointed as a Trustee.  And on January 29, 1958, he was 
ordained to become Pastor, and on February 1, 1958, he 
and his wife Sis. Evangeline L., family, Sis. Millicent and 
Bro. Billy Jr., left to Pastor the Maui Branch Church in 
Lahaina, dedicated on November 14, 1953. After 13 
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A mixed chorus by the neighbor island saints sang the song entitled, 
ñHold the Fort.ò
