Baptism in Jesusô Name 
 

Jesus answered, ñVerily, verily, I say unto thee,  

Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he 

cannot enter into the kingdom of God.ò 

John 3:5 
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     July 04, 2022, is Independence 
Day when our nation, the United 
States of America, will celebrate its 
246 birthday having achieved inde-
pendence from Great Britain follow-
ing the Revolutionary War.  Ameri-
caôs founding fathers signed the 
Declaration of Independence on July 
4, 1776 which guaranteed our God-
given rights of life, liberty, and the 
pursuit of happiness. Hence, today 
every man, woman, and child each 

has a personal responsibility to help reshape our nationôs val-
ues, and to rededicate ourselves to keeping America free as the 
greatest nation upon this earth.   
     Our nationôs founding fathers used the principles and Spir-
itual teachings of Godôs Word, the Bible, to establish the pre-
cepts of our great nation of America, knowing that they would 
withstand the test of time.

And we must believe that He died in our 
place, and in our stead.  The Lord Jesus Christ also professed 
His Spiritual identity to His Apostles, and to the whole world 
saying in John 14:6, ñJesus saith unto him, I am the way, the 
truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.ò  
Jesus Christ Himself personally is the way, and He is the bu-
reau of standards for truth, and the very touchstone of truth.  
And He is the source and origin of Life, even from the lowest 
plane, unto the highest Spiritual plane of life.  
     The entire Word of God, the Bible, points to Jesus Christ, as 
the only Savior Who gives Spiritual freedom to every man, 
woman, and child who accepts His plan of salvation, as con-
firmed by the Gospel Good News proclaiming, ñJesus Saves, 
Jesus Heals, Jesus Baptizes with the Holy Ghost and with Fire, 
and Jesus is coming soon.ò  Therefore, our spiritual duty as 
Christian believers is portrayed in Hebrews 12:2, ñLooking 
unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith who for the joy 
that was set before him endured the cross, despising the 
shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God.ò  
Our Christian walk is likened to a race, and Jesus Christ is the 
way to everlasting life.  And along the way, we as Christian 
Soldiers must stand fast, and as Believers we must walk, but as 
Godôs Athletes we are to run the race.  And one day very soon 
at the Rapture, we are going to Spiritually fly like space travel-
ers to meet the Lord Jesus Christ in the clouds, when He calls 
us up saying, ñCome up Hither.ò  
     Hence, our mission as faithful members of The Apostolic 
Faith Churches in Hawaii, and the Philippine Islands is to help 
preach the Gospel of the Kingdom of God, and to testify to see 
souls saved.  Jesus Christ Himself, declared this gospel action 

in Mark 16:15-16, "And he said unto them, Go ye into all the 
world, and preach the gospel to every creature.  He that be-
lieveth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not 
shall be damned."  Every man, woman, and child must come 
to be baptized by immersion in water in the name of Jesus 
Christ, and to be filled with God's Holy Spirit speaking in 
God's unknown tongue as the only evidence of being filled.  
Jesus Christ Himself, also instructed Nicodemus and all man-
kind in John 3:5-7, "Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto 
thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he can-
not enter into the kingdom of God.  That which is born of the 
flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit.  
Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again."  The 
Apostle Peter then confirmed Jesus Christôs instructions in 
Acts 2:38, and Acts 4:12, ñThen Peter said unto them, Repent, 
and be baptized every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ 
for the remission of sins, and ye shall receive the gift of the 
Holy Ghost.  Neither is their salvation in any other: for there 
is none other name under heaven given among men, whereby 
we must be saved."    
     The Gospel bottom line reminds us that God freely gave 
mankind His only begotten Son, Jesus Christ, so that whoso-
ever believeth in him should not perish, but have eternal life.  
And Jesus Christ Himself freely promises everlasting life to 
every one of His faithful believers, as confirmed in John 8:36, 
ñIf the Son therefore shall make you free, ye shall be free in-
deed.ò

ñHumanism and Godôs Judgmentò

   Humanism is a belief in human-
based morality.  It is a system of 
thought that is based on the values, 
characteristics and behavior that are 
believed to be in the best interest of 
man, rather than on Godly princi-
ples outlined in Godôs Word.  Over 
the years we have seen the results 
of humanism in the practice and 
acceptance of abortions, sexual 
promiscuity and homosexuality to 
name a few.  Debate has and will 

continue to take place on issues such as legalized gambling and 
prostitution, infanticide (the killing of babies), euthanasia (the 
act or practice of painless killing to relieve suffering or having 
the option to ñdie with dignityò) and same sex marriage. 
 
   The humanist has freedom of thought and accepts scientific 
processes of testing the truth.  One seeks mutual assistance 
from all men with seemingly good will to bring an end to pov-
erty, war, disease, prejudice, etc.  One believes that one is the 
product of oneôs surroundings that manôs salvation is of him-
self and not of and thru God.  Man is the authority and there is 
none higher.  In essence, God has been replaced! 
   In our political arena here in our home state of Hawaii and 
across the nation, friendships and blood relatives have for a 
long time been torn over the issue of homosexuality, lesbian-
ism, same sex marriages, civil unions and the like.  We have 
seen and are experiencing the decay of the family structure as 
God intended.  In the related issues mentioned above the train 
of thought is that men should be free to choose their path to 
happiness as long as their actions do not intrude upon the rights 
of others.  From a humanistic point of view, this thought is 
plausible, reasonable, sensible and rational.  However, the 
thoughts and rationalization of man more often than not do not 
agree or line up with Godôs Word. 
 
   The laws of God signify the revealed will of God pertaining 
to human conduct, regulating manôs moral life.  In the desert, 
the law was a divinely instituted rule of life mediated through 
Moses by God to govern His people.  The laws and ordinance, 
ceremonial and moral, were quite comprehensive, covering 
land and property, offenses against God, offenses against man, 
including a set of civil laws relating to the conduct of the fami-
ly.  
  
   The natural family which God has established beginning with 
the marriage of a man and a woman (Genesis 2:22-24), is per-
haps the most powerful institution in our society past, present 
and future.  It has been said that civilizations rise and fall ac-
cording to the nature of family life and its foundational struc-
ture.  Throughout history Man has and continues to rebel 
against Godôs Word and the way of life He has laid out for all.  
In our own home state and across the nation the issue of same-
sex marriage, civil unions and the like continue to be debated. 
  
   Man oftentimes becomes a god unto himself and without 
respect to God, lives a life that suits oneself, as if there was no 

one higher in authority than oneself.  Sad to say, even in reli-
gious circles, the Word of God is distorted to suit oneôs life-
style.  On the other hand, there is the Godly man, who has 
knowledge of, serves, worships and makes it oneôs life goal to 
adhere to the standards God has provided.  
 
   Today homosexuality, which is an abomination, is no longer 
a crime and is considered an accepted lifestyle in most parts of 
the world.  But it is still a sin in Godôs eyes and one who in-
dulges in a ñgayò lifestyle is excluded from the Kingdom of 
God (I Corinthians 6:9, 10, Revelation 22:14, 15).  In the Bible 
homosexuality is found to be one of the treasonous acts against 
the family (take notice that I did not say that homosexuality 
was a treasonous act against the state but against the family) 
which was punishable by death (Leviticus 18:22, 20:13). 
 
   We are far from the dispensation of the age of the law and 
find ourselves in an era of grace, Godôs grace.  It has been said 
time and time again that the Lord loves the sinner, but not the 
sin that is in the sinner, but it is impossible to be ñgayò and a 
born-again believer at the same time.  So what should one do?  
One who is ñgayò must give up oneôs lifestyle and trust in the 
Lord.  There is no other way.  And what about us, those who 
have the truth and live by Godôs standards to the best of our 
ability with the help of the Lord?  We must first not be per-
suaded in any way, shape or form of how homosexuality pre-
sents itself.  We should have a compassionate heart, praying 
for men everywhere that perhaps thru Godôs Wordôs, they may 
see the error of their way and make their humble repentance to 
the living God, Jesus Christ, for ñThere is a way that seemeth 
right unto a man, but the end thereof are the ways of 
deathò (Proverbs 16:25).  That is Godôs judgment.
