            ºA VOW»

    What is a vow?  A vow is a solemn promise which a 
person is bound to an act, service, or condition.  

   Many people make promises in this world.  Some say, ñI 

promise to be a better person,ò or ñI promise to try to be 

the best person.ò  Like promises, some set goals in life to 

be successful, have a good job, earn lots of money, have a 

nice family and all the good things in life.  It is not wrong 

to want the better things in life and we know that Jesus He 

will supply our every need.  But, for those who lead a true 

Christian life, when Jesus is in the center of our lives, He 

will supply all our need (Philippians 4:19).   

   In Leviticus 26:12-13, God made a covenant (agreement 

or commitment) with His people: “And I will walk among 

you, and will be your God, and ye shall be my people.  I 

am the LORD your God, which brought you forth out of 

the land of Egypt, that ye should not be their bondmen; 

and I have broken the bands of your yoke, and made you 

go upright.ò  God heard the cry of help from His people 

and sought to bring them out of the land of Egypt (Exodus 

2:23-24).  He sent Moses to be His spokesman with Phar-

aoh.  Godôs people were not harmed when the ten plagues 

were sent.  He also saved them when He instructed Moses 

to tell the people to put blood upon their door posts so that 

the destroyer would not smite their firstborn like the rest 

of Egypt.  This is known as the Passover (Exodus 2:23-

27).  When Moses took the people to the Red Sea, God 

divided the sea so that the people could walk on dry land 

to the other side. In other words, God will always protect 

His people and make a way of escape.  Just like the Israel-

ites, we worship that same God and His name is Jesus.   

   Today, Jesus gives us the same promise of escape but 

from this evil world.  To receive that promise, we must 

repent of our sins, be baptized in the name of Jesus and be 

filled with the Holy Ghost (Acts 2:38).  Nicodemus, a rul-

er of the Jews, asked Jesus how to be born again.  Jesus 

answered, “Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man 

be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the 

kingdom of God (John 3:5).  If Jesus says you cannot, you 

will not.  To be born of water means to be baptized in Je-

susô name.  Baptism means to be fully immersed under the 

water, which represents a type of burial.  When one comes 

up from under the water, it is a type of resurrection.  To be 

born of the Spirit means to be filled with Godôs Holy Spir-

it, meaning having Jesus in you.  Yes, Jesus in you.  The 

only Bible evidence of receiving the Holy Spirit is speak-

ing in an unknown tongue (Acts 2:4).  When we accept 

Jesus as our personal Savior, in a sense we promise to 

serve Him.  He is the Bridegroom and we are His Bride.  

Just like a husband and wife.   

   Have you ever made a promise to a loved one and then 

realized it was hard to keep?  I Samuel 1:6 talks about 

Hannah whoôs womb was shut and she was sad.  What 

did Hannah do?  She made a vow to the Lord and 

prayed,“. . . give unto thine handmaid a man child, then I 

will give him unto the LORD all the days of his life, and 

there shall no razor come upon his head” (I Samuel 

1:11).  Hannah kept her vow (I Samuel 1:26-28).  Be-

cause she kept her vow, Samuel grew strong in the Lord 

and God blessed her more abundantly with three more 

sons and two daughters.  The Lord can do the same for us 

when we serve Him the best that we can.  Especially 

when we love what we are doing for Jesus; whether it be 

praying, participating in the gospel services or simply 

coming to church.  When we make time to serve Jesus 

and then have very little time for ourselves, we are on the 

right track in our service to the Lord.   

   Finally, one of the most famous vows I know was 

made by my father, the late Chief Servant William M. 

Han, Sr.  He made a vow as he lay wounded while serv-

ing in World War II in St. Lo, France.  He was wounded 

on July 4, 1944, as he witnessed his entire platoon 

(buddies) being destroyed on the left and right of him.  

He cried out to the Lord and prayed, ñLORD, IF YOU 

GET ME OUT OF THIS WAR ALIVE, I WILL SERVE 

YOU THE REST OF MY LIFE.ò  The Lord made him-

self real that day just as Psalm 91:7 reads: “A thousand 

shall fall at thy side, and ten thousand at thy right hand; 

but it shall not come nigh thee.”  A copy of this Psalm 

was given to him by the late Molokai Pastor Gus Nihoa.  

Chief Pastor William Han, Sr., kept his word and served 

the Lord until his very last breath on September 26, 

2006, when he was called home to be with Jesus.  He 

kept his promise by first being raised as an Associate 

Pastor and Trustee in 1952; raised as Pastor for the Maui 

branch church on January 29, 1958; appointed Chief Pas-

tor on March 5, 1959 for the mother church, while hold-

ing many other positions.  This amazing story of keeping 

his vow unto the Lord can be found in the Kingdom of 

God Crusader book.  At present, his son, William M. 

Han, Jr., carries on where the Chief left off.  He, like our 

dad, knows that there is much work ahead in the Gospel 

work.  One must think long and hard before making a 

vow unto the Lord.  It can be rewarding or it can be a 

very big mistake.  When we keep our vows or promises 

and do right by the Lord, there will always be victory 

ahead.  HALLELUJAH! 
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    The Apostle Paul wrote to the Thessalonian Church 

encouraging and exhorting them to "Rejoice evermore" (I 

Thessalonians 5:16). We of The Apostolic Faith Church 

headquartered in Honolulu, Hawaii look forward to a day 

of joy unspeakable and rejoicing!  

   On August 6, 2023, we will celebrate the 100th Anni-

versary of preaching The Gospel of the Kingdom of God, 

in the State of Hawaii. The Apostolic Faith Church  was 

founded by Pastor Charles and Sis. Ada B. Lochbaum on 

August 4, 1923 and carried on by our late Chief Pastor 

William M. Han, Sr. until the Lord took him home on 

September 26, 2006.  

   The Lord called Bro. and Sis. Lochbaum through the 

power of the Holy Ghost at a "prayer meeting" of Spirit-

filled believers in California on March 5, 1923. On Au-

gust 4, 1923, Bro. and Sis. Lochbaum and son, August 

Otto, arrived here via the SS Calawaii from Los Angeles. 

They obeyed the "Divine call," forsaking all and coming 

to the Hawaiian Islands to preach The Gospel of the 

Kingdom of God and to baptize believers in the name of 

Jesus Christ, for the remission of their sins, that they 

might receive the gift of the Holy Ghost, according to 

Acts 2:38 and John 3:5.  

   The Lord confirmed His work here in Hawaii with 

signs following, as miracles were performed in the name 

of Jesus. Many were healed, baptized, and filled with the 

Holy Ghost. Many who were baptized came out of the 

water speaking in tongues, according to Acts 2:1-4 and 

some even floating on the water.  

   During their ministry, Bro. and Sis. Lochbaum 

preached the Gospel, in power and demonstration of the 

Holy Spirit, to all who came to hear it. The Gospel is: 

Jesus Saves, Jesus Heals, Jesus Baptizes with the Holy 

Ghost and with Fire, and Jesus is Coming Soon.  

   In November 1949, Bro. Lochbaum arranged for the 

release and transfer of all personal and real property of 

the church to the members of the church and arranged for 

the property to be held in perpetual trust with five trustees 

who would ensure that the preaching of The Gospel of 

the Kingdom of God and the doctrines of The Apostolic 

Faith Church would be carried on for the benefit of all 

members and all those that come to hear and believe in 

our Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ. 

    The current Trustees are: Associate Pastor Edwin H. 

Sproat, Sr., Pastor Leonard K. Y. Asano, Sr., Sis. Roslyn 

L. Han, Associate Pastor Ronald Han, Jr., Associate Trus-

tee Sis. Bobbi Lynn Eugenio, and myself, Head Pastor 

and Chairman of the Board, William M. Han, Jr.  On 

March 5, 1959, after thirteen months of pastoring the 

work at Lahaina, Maui, Head Pastor William M. Han, Sr. 

was brought back to the Headquarters in Honolulu. He 

was then appointed by Bro. Lochbaum to succeed him as 

the Full-time Pastor and overseer of the work in the Ha-

waiian Islands.     

   Over the years, the church has expanded and branch 

churches have sprung up like the oasis in a desert, 

amongst them the Kaimuki Branch (Palolo Valley, Oa-

hu); the Molokai Branch (Kaunakakai, Molokai); and 

Maui Branch (Lahaina, Maui). The headquarters has also 

expanded including the construction of the Temple, Sun-

day School Complex, offices, parsonage, music rehearsal 

rooms and Prayer Tower (Honolulu, Oahu); the Hawaii 

Island Branch (Hilo, Hawaii); Kauai Branch (Omao, Ka-

uai); Cotabato Branch Philippines Headquarters (Balogo, 

Pigcawayan, Mindanao, Philippines); and the President 

Roxas Branch (President Roxas, Mindanao, Philippines).            

   The Kingdom of God Crusade broadcast was aired 

over the radio waves dating back to August 1968. On 

January 1980, the first telecast of the Kingdom of God 

Crusade Telecast aired on the station formerly known as 

KHVH, channel 4. Forty three years later, the telecast 

continues to be a blessing to all those who tune in, not 

only here in Hawaii on KITV 4, but also at various loca-

tions throughout California (San Diego, Palm Springs, 

Sacramento, Chico, Fresno, Eureka, Los Angeles, San 

Bernadino, Monterey and El Centro); Eugene, Oregon; 

Seattle, Washington; Yuma, Arizona; Ogden and Salt 

Lake City, Utah; and parts of Wyoming; Nevada, and 

New York City. Since September 2006, the internet has 

been a source of viewing The Kingdom of God Crusade 

Telecast.  

   The Lord has surely blessed His work. We look for-

ward to the many promises and victories ahead. We 

thank the Lord for those who have gone on before us, 

leaving us a legacy of love, righteousness and unwaver-

ing faith. 

       Yes, 100 years of preaching The Gospel of the King-

dom of God is quickly approaching.  Just imagine that it 

was all started by two humble and obedient servants, 

with services held in a tent, in the midst of a patch of 

Kiawe trees and tangled shrubbery, near a seldom trav-

eled dirt road now known as Middle Street.  We look 

forward to the centennial celebration slated for Sunday, 

August 6, 2023!  Though I pray, ñLord, come Quickly,ò 

all I can say is, it is ñSweeter As The Years Go By."
