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Gospel Message

Mother’s Joy

One of the great joys of a mother in the Lord is having
their child serve God. Why? Through their child’s ser-
vice, the legacy of God’s love is passed from generation
to generation, and many count their family as a blessing.
For the scripture says: “Train up a child in the way he
should go: and when he is old, he will not depart from
it” (Proverbs 22:6). In the times we live in, therein lies
the challenge of a mother: to instill the love of the Lord.
Knowing this, Jesus has left His Holy Spirit to not only
guide a mother in her task but also put it within the child
to continue in faith to share the Gospel of Jesus Christ
(John 3:5; Acts 2:38, 4:12).

The mother of the prophet Samuel experienced the joy
of the Lord. Though barren, Hannah prayed for a child
and vowed to give her child to serve God. This came to
pass as the priest interceded in prayer on her behalf and
she later gave birth to the prophet Samuel. That turned
out to be a blessing to the nation of Israel, and God also
blessed Hannah with more children. “The LORD hath
done great things for us, whereof we are glad.” “They
that sow in tears shall reap in joy” (Psalm 126:3, 5).
Like a loving mother, as we pray without ceasing, God
will also hear our prayers and deliver us as well! “For
this child I prayed; and the LORD hath given me my peti-
tion which I have asked of him: Therefore also I have
lent him to the LORD; as long as he liveth he shall be
lent to the LORD” (I Samuel 1:27-28). Hannah tapped
into an important principle of God: that of sowing and
reaping. A mother who does this will always find bless-
ings to her home and family. Hannah’s son, the prophet
Samuel, grew up to serve God all the days of his life.

During Jesus’ ministry in Earth, a Canaanite woman
experienced the joy of the Lord. She experienced the
healing power of Jesus for her sick daughter when she
humbled herself. Though not accepted in the company of
the Jews, she nevertheless made her way through the
crowd and when tested of faith said, ... Truth, Lord: yet
the dogs eat of the crumbs which fall from their masters’
table. Then Jesus answered and said unto her, O Wom-
an, great is thy faith: be it unto thee even as thou wilt.
And her daughter was made whole from that very
hour” (Matthew 15:27-28). This woman received heal-
ing for her daughter and the joy of the Lord! Why? She
was persistent and never gave up believing Jesus would
heal her child. That is the joy of a loving mother! They
never give up for their child’s sake. Yes, and to every
child who is blessed to have such a mother, that is the gift
of God. So, as we celebrate all our mothers this season,
with great care and love, we should show our apprecia-
tion for their sacrifice, the time spent with them, and re-
member the endearing qualities that they instilled within
us.

To all the mothers, Jesus can instill the joy of the Lord
in your heart which will strengthen you to do His will on
Earth (Nehemiah. 8:10). Like Hannah and the Canaanite
woman, Jesus was always there to hear the prayers of a
believing mother and answer. “These things I have spo-
ken unto you, that in me ye might have peace. In the
world ye shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer; |
have overcome the world” (John 16:33). All we need is
to trust in Jesus and obey, and He will do the rest.

Pollution of God’s Word

In the first dispensation, the age of Innocence, man was
given a mandate as recorded in Genesis 1:28, "And God
blessed them, and God said unto them. Be fruitful, and
multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and
have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl
of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon
the earth.” Man has through the ages in the quest for a
"better life," lower production costs with greater yield
and higher profits, continues to pollute the oceans, rivers,
streams, the land and air. Environmentalist cry out with
disgust. We loathe at cigarette butts, bottles, cans and all
kinds of trash in our street parks. We abhor even more,
the witnessing of someone polluting the environment. As
bad as that may be, the true born again believer, the spir-
itual environmentalist, should be even much more re-
pulsed or disgusted by the dilution and pollution of God's
Word.

Amos tells us, "Behold, the days come, saith the Lord
GOD, that I will send a famine in the land, not a famine
of bread, nor a thirst for water, but of hearing the words
of the LORD" (Amos 8:11). Today God's Word is being
diluted, polluted and deluding those who are not firmly
anchored to the Rock, Christ Jesus. A mighty delusion is
occurring in these last days, just like Jesus said, "For
there shall arise false Christs, and false prophets, and
shall shew great signs and wonders; insomuch that, if it
were  possible, they shall deceive the very
elect” (Matthew 24:24).

Today many are preaching the gospel of prosperity, the
gospel of tolerance towards a sinful life, the "feel good"
gospel of compromise, etc., appealing to man's emotions
and prejudices rather than their rationality. There are also
ministers, priests and so called men of God who support
not using the name of Jesus, for the sake of being politi-
cally correct and not offending one's race, creed or color.
The same reasoning is applied that all the world's reli-
gions worship the same God, only by a different name.
Let me make it crystal clear that if the God you worship
has a name and its English translation is not Jesus, I'm
here to tell you that you are worshipping a false god!
God's name is Jesus! There is no other God! Isaiah the
prophet declared, “Thus saith the LORD the King of Is-

rael, and his redeemer the LORD of hosts; I am the first,
and I am the last; and beside me there is no God" (Isaiah
44:6). Paul in his epistle to the saints at Philippi wrote,
“Wherefore God also hath highly exalted him, and given
him a name which is above every name: That at the name
of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in heaven, and
things in earth, and things under the earth; And that eve-
ry tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the
glory of God the Father" (Philippians 2:9 -11). Further-
more, Timothy's letter from the Apostle Paul reads, “And
without controversy great is the mystery of godliness:
God was manifest in the flesh, justified in the Spirit, seen
of angels, preached unto the Gentiles, believed on in the
world, received up into glory (I Timothy 3:16). Don't be
fooled by man's dilution of God's Word.

Another common delusion and pollution of God's
Word, is the message by false prophets, ministers and
preachers that baptism is not essential or not required for
the salvation of one's soul. Jesus commissioning His dis-
ciples said, "He that believeth and is baptized shall be
saved: but he that believeth not shall be damned" (Mark
16:16). Don't be deceived by man's pollution of God’s
Word.

Perhaps one of the greatest delusion being taught today
is that there is no God and even if there was a God, He's
not coming back! The signs above the rooftop of every
Apostolic Faith Church, headquartered in Honolulu, Ha-
waii, proclaim the message JESUS COMING SOON!
This message is no delusion! It is perhaps one of the
greatest truths that all men will come to know, whether
one be found in His good graces or one be found stand-
ing in judgment.

The land is indeed in a famine, not of bread and water
but of the pure Word of God. Because of great unbelief in
the truth, God will send a strong delusion that many will
believe a lie and be damned (I Thessalonians 2:10-12).
In these last days, many will be deluded by false teach-
ings and sad to say, many will hear the Lord say, "...1

never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniqui-
ty” (Matthew 7:23).
